Cornea – The transparent part of the eye that covers the iris and the pupil
· Protects the structures inside the eye and focuses light rays on the retina
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Sclera – The white layer of the eye that covers most of the outside of the eyeball
· Helps hold the eyeball’s shape











Iris – The colored tissue at the front of the eye
· Muscle that controls how much light enters the eye














Pupil – Hole at the center of the iris
· Changes size to let light enter the eyeball





Retina – Light-sensitive layers of nerve tissue at the back of the eye that receive images
















· Special cells in the back of the eye that convert light into chemical signals
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Optic Nerve- Sends signals from the retina to the brain
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
